MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING
ON ACADEMIC EXCHANGE
between
NARA WOMEN'’S UNIVERSITY

and
OO UNIVERSITY

Nara Women’s University and O O University conclude this Memorandum of
Understanding on Academic Exchange (hereinafter the ‘MOU’) in order to form a tie to
establish a relationship as closely affiliated institutions, based on the understanding of
equality and mutual benefit, and for the promotion of educational and research

affiliation and exchange.

1. Both universities will promote the following activities, based on this MOU:
(1) Exchange of students;
(2) Exchange of teaching staff, researchers, and other staff;
(3) Joint educational and training programs;
(4) Joint research, academic seminars, and academic symposia;
(5) Exchange of academic materials and information; or
(6) Other activities agreed upon mutually.

2. Each of the concerned universities will confer and reach agreement on the specific
details before planning and carrying out activities based on this MOU. If necessary,
additional documents about agreed-upon items may be appended to this MOU.

3. Both universities will endeavor to the best of their abilities to provide financial and
staff support, ensure the use of university facilities, secure proper living facilities,
and so forth, as concerns the implementation of the activities in Article 1. However,
except otherwise expressly agreed upon, this MOU shall impose no financial
obligations on either universities.

4. 1If as a result of joint research conducted under the terms of this MOU there is a
possibility that intellectual property rights or similar may be an issue, the concerned
universities will meet for mutual discussion in good faith and handle the matter
fairly. If proven necessary, intellectual property agreements shall be subsequently
and separately drawn in accordance with the policies of each university and their
respective national laws.

5. If while conducting the activities under this MOU the universities encounter an
unexpected contingency, or should there be differing interpretations of this MOU,
both universities will settle the matter in an amicable manner by consultation or

negotiation to seek a favorable resolution.



6. This MOU 1is to come into effect with signing by the representatives of the two
universities. It will be valid for five years from the date of the final signature.
However, it may be renewed with the written agreement of both universities.

7. Corrections and changes to this MOU may be made via the appending of consensus
documents by the representatives of both universities. During the period of the
MOU’s validity, it may be cancelled by submitting a written request to the other
university six months prior to the desired date of termination. Upon termination of
the MOU, both universities undertake to secure the implementation of existing
collaborative activities agreed upon in the documents under this MOU.

8. This MOU is drawn up as two copies in English, one to be retained by each university.
